The device is used to display images on a wall in a shaded
room. The device is intended for indoor use. For home use, it is
not intended for professional use. The device should be used
in accordance with its

intended use.

USER SAFETY:

Warning! Do not look into the lens of the device. Risk of eye
damage. The light from the LED diodes may cause eye damage
or irritation. Do not look at LED diodes using any optical devi-
ces that focus light rays. Always point the lens towards a wall,
for example, and never at people or animals.

Using the arrows on the
remote control, go to the Settings tab

Wi-Fi connection:

To use the full functionality of the device, the projector must
be connected to a Wi-Fi network. To connect to the network,
using the directional arrows on the remote control, go to Set-
tings, then Network settinﬁs.

Find your network on the list of available networks, enter the
password.

If you cannot find your network, turn Wi-Fi off and on again on

OTHER WARNINGS:

Do not plug in the device while it is in the packaging.

Do not cover the device, especially the ventilation openings.
The device must have adequate constant ventilation. Covering
will cause the device to overheat and risk fire. Do not place any
objects near the ventilation openings. Warm air escapes from
the openings. Do not interfere with the device. Always point the
lens towards e.g. a wall, never at people or animals.

* Use only AAA type 1.5 V= batteries.

* Avoid exposing the batteries to very low or very high tempera-
tures (below 10°C / 0°F or above 45°C / 113°F). Extreme tempe-
ratures may affect their life.

* Avoid exposing batteries to liquids and metal objects, as this
may lead to complete or partial damage to them.

Color setting:

Choose from the following options: standard, gorgeous, soft.
Use the left or right arrows to select the appropriate value.

Any change requires a restart. The system will ask you whether
to restart now or later. Use the arrows on the remote control to
select the value and then confirm with OK.

Automatic trapezoid:

Enable the function if the image should automatically adjust to a
shape close to a rectangle. This function is used when the image
is to be displayed from the projector at an angle, in which case
the image on the wall will be trapezoidal. When the function is

INSTALLATION:

Place the device on a stable, even surface, approximately 1.5 m
away from a wall or projection screen. The projector must not
be covered with any objects. There must be no objects near
the ventilation openings. When positioning the projector, pay
attention to obstacles that enter the projection range. Air from
air conditioners or other ventilation openings can negatively af-
fect the projected image, so make sure not to install the device
near such devices and openings.

ChanFing the head tilt angle:

The tilt angle can be adjusted relative to the base b% pulling
the head. Adjustment should be carried out when the device is
turned off and the power cord is disconnected.

Switching on/off:

Connect the cable to the projector and then to the AC mains
AC mains with the parameters indicated in the specification
and nameplate of the device. Then press the on/switch on the
device or on the remote control. Remember to keep the re-
mote control facing the projector.

Close the battery compartment.

Open the battery compartment in the remote control. Remove
the old batteries (if any). Insert new batteries, paying attention
to polarity.

1.5 m away from the wall/projection screen

in a shaded room.
